PROGRAM DELIVERY

During the last two years, HVM has been one of the few charter schools working in partnership with the Massachus
Charter Public School Association in a program promoting and empowering our school in devalppsitve
behavioral matrix that encomes our Montessori philosophy of Grace & Courtesy. In August, Jonas Taub (MA,
NCSP) presented two half day sessions on Positive Behavior Intervention and Support (PBIS). He focused on a b
range of proactive, systemic, and individualized strategieadioieving important social and learning outcomes in a
safe and effective Montessori environment. Through

groups were (1) Predictable Problems, Prevention Strategies, Reteach through Grace, Courtesy, and Respect.

HVM was selected to participate the PBIS Model Schools Grantith the Massachusetts Charter Public School
Associationin 2014. At that time, Kate Ryan, school psychologist led the team. Norma Micheroni, our Director of
Special Learning Services, led tB615-16 team comprised of Carla Vaughan, Laura Murphy, aniiSKeys, as
facilitator both at the MCPSA PD sessions and with our facudty.Kristi, a specialist in PBIS (Positive Behavior
Interventions and Supports) spent April™with our faculty attending Collaborative Plannimgetings at each
level. Subsequently, the faculty met with Dr. Kristy to talk about their perceptions which brought about nev
discussions and mind shift change A° document w a e, Caueegyand drespedt, Matnix Glhea ¢
convesations will continue through professional developnie2016-17.

The Montessori philosophy recognizes the strengths and challenges of each individual and focuses on individual
differentiated instruction. If students are in need of additional support, the classracher requests a Teacher
Assistance Team (TAT) meeting to discuss and review classroom evidenpesaiiile interventions that can be
implemented in the classroom. A follow up TAT meeting is conducted to monitor the progress of the student. If, afi
these inerventions, the child still not making progress, he/she may be referred for Title | support, support from tt
school social worker or other in school support.

The Director of Special Learning Services is responsible for facilitating all initial, annual, and reevaluation IE
meetings for students in grades8kh grade. Currently, HVM supports approximately 68 students on IEPs and 504
Plans. She supervises three (3) special education teachers in the lower elementary, upper elementary, and m
school. Each teacher manages a caseload of approximat2f/stGdents within their level. They are responsible for
developing annual goals @bjectives, implementing the service delivery, and writimgpass report each trimester.
The school social worker or nurse is responsible for writing and implementing the 504 Plans. In addition, HVM has
parttime school psychologist, speech and laaggitherapist who assess and service the needs of our student. HVIV
contracts outside services for those students in need of physical therapy and occupational therapy.

Our Education Program Director/Principal is also the ELL and Title | Coordinator fectio®l. In this capacity, she
oversees the Title | program and ELL program. The ELL teacher implements and monitors progress of 8 student
grades 2. The results of the ACCESS for ELLs WIDA report indicated consistent progress with many ELL student
meeting proficiency levels betweer63n the Listening, Speaking, Reading, and Writing Language domains. The Title
| program offers intervention in reading and math for students at any grade level to support deficits of need and sup
teachers in the cd@room setting. HVM has three Title | teachers for reading and math support with children in th
lower elementary, upper elementary and middle school. They work closely with the classroom teachers to bridge
reinforce the skills and strategies taughthia classroom. In addition, they work with small groups of student to hone
in on specific reading and math skills for each <chi
of Title | service in the area of reading and/or math.
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An additional (8) teachers have registered for the required Massachusetts Department of Elementary and Secon
Education RETELL Sheltered English Immersion cour§even teacher have completed their RETELL SEI
endorsement course, while (1) teacher is oradligt. In the last two years, HVM has a total of 21 staff members,
including the Education Program Director/Principal who have completed the RETELL SEI endorsement course.

SOCIAL, EMOTIONAL, A ND HEALTH NEEDS

HVM employees a full time Registered Nursela full time Social Worker/School Counseldihe Nurse and Social
Worker partner with the Administration and Special Education staff to assess the student needs and provide sen
that are comprehensive and individualized. This health team works$ychagie outside medical, mental health, and
other service providers and parents to ensure each student received the services needed in order for them to
participate in school and access the curriculum to their own personal potential.

Prior to entryto school each new family meets with the RN for a comprehensive developmental and health screeni
and an assessment of health needs is done. Parents that identify any social or emotional concerns are referred

Social Worker and if needed to the Spé&ducation Department. Entering Kindergarten students are also given a
developmental screening to identify and concerns or need for further evaluation.

Students are serviced through I EPG6s, 504 Awraddtiomio da
nursing and social/emotional services, students may receive Occupational, Physical, and Speech and Lang
services depending on the needs that are identified through the evaluation process.

The School Nurse performs annual mandated heaakbssments including vision, hearing, height, weight, BMI, and
posture screenings, referrals, and follow up with appropriate medical or specialty provider for more comprehens
evaluation and treatment when needed. An annual immunization survey®aésto ensure students are up to date
on all school required vaccinations or have proper documentation for any exemptions.

In addition, a part time school psychologist is on staff to complete assessments and serve on the Special Services "
to particpate in the development of individual learning plans.
